
or bearing AK-47’s the families 
of the camp received their water 
from a well near the school house 
using it for cooking, drinking and 
bathing. As the Packets were 
Distributed the IDP inhabitants 
started to show the volunteers the 
food provided to them by the 
government, Very few small five 
pound bags of rice and Lentils 
most of which had gone bad and 
were unfit to eat, crumbling in 
the hands of the school teacher 
showing the team. 

The problem’s in the camp were-
n't only the food and living envi-
ronment but the medical prob-
lems some men lacking the abil-
ity to walk properly due to leg 
wounds and infections and a 
child with a skin condition that 
has gone unchecked.  

In the Manik Farm Camp of Sri 
Lanka  1,400 dying each week. 
About 1,400 people are dying 
each week at the giant Manik 
Farm internment camp set up in 
Sri Lanka to detain Tamil refu-
gees from the nations bloody 
civil war, senior international aid 
sources have told The Times. The 
shocking toll lends credence to 
allegations that the government, 
which has termed the internment 
sites “ welfare villages” has actu-
ally constructed concentration 
camps to house 300,000 people.

Early Friday morning (19th of 
June), A Christian Disaster Re-
sponse Volunteer Team  started 
their journey to Batticaloa a city 
on the East coast of Sri Lanka.

The Team arrived at the Batticloa 
Camp Saturday afternoon suc-
cessfully distributing Health 
Packets to the entire Camp. Al-
though wanting to Distribute  
food but denied. 

The  Assessment of the camp was 
“horrible” said by volunteer 

Penny Caldwell . The Guarded 
Camp was located on the out-
skirts of town , with military 
checkpoints every 100 yards. 

In the Camp three buildings 
housed the Tamil people, a Pavil-
ion which acted as a school house 
and two smaller shacks lacking 
doors and windows.  

Once the team arrived ,one vol-
unteer made the comment “The 
People in here are more friendly 
than in the towns” The Tamil 
people in the camp looked happy 
to see the help, thankfully except-
ing the Health Packets and sim-
ple company of strangers who 
weren't wearing military clothing
